’ CHANGES TO CAMPING REQUIREMENTS.:

Those that have camped at Exhibition Park (EPIC) for a dog show or aremware of Dogs
A.C.T endeavours tprovide toyou the facilities required. Though we have no involvement
in your success in the ring, we do try to make it a pleasant stay.

Dogs AC.T has an allotted area that allows between 8 to 10 campingeketo the Dogs
A.C.T office.

When the show exceeds tlsisace we seek permission from EPIC to open a larger area
adjacent to the show grounds arndafortunately when this happens, other exhibitors use this
area as a parkinfgcility instead of the allotted parking area off Well Station road.

The other unfortoate issue is that only the honest people pay for their camping. They
normally prepay before that weekend of shows/events which allows us to plan the facilities
required if a larger than expected number of exhibitors wish to camp. The fee for camping in
the allotted areas was $20.00 per night or if you parked anywhere else inside Exhibition Park
you paid the amount required by EPIC.

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It is important to know thatdif of your camping fee goes straight to ERPMDich pays fo
maintenance of the larger camping area and toilet facilities. The other half contributes to your
water & power use, clean toilet facilities and garbage disposal. There is nothing left for the
Club holding the show.

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The change in the ANKC6s procedure for registe
longer mandatory) may have clouded your perce#oto the importance of the registration
of semen antheability to track/audit the semen as it changes hands after registration.

It is very important and in everybodys interest that you register your semen, including the
number of straws/pipettes, dmeetANKC database. Registration creates and maintains the
existence of the semen and the subsequent chain of ownership and use whether local or
imported.

This ensures a simple process not only for you but also the State Canine Controls to facilitate
papework in relation to the registering of puppies resulting from artificial insemination and
the sale of semen.

Where the semen is registered, the owners of semen will be issued with Certificates of
Registration of Semen, much the same as the current RégistCertificates. These

certificates like the Registration Certificate will include the owner of the semen, whose
signature is required for the Litter Registration Application, the Certificates of Service or the
transfer of ownership of the semen.

The pocedures for registration of puppigstainedirom frozen semen will also be simplified
and will require the owner of the semen to sign the stud certificagdtescase in a normal
mating.

Owners of registered semen now have the opportunity toaffitrade in semen, so a chain
of ownership recorded on the ANKC database becomes very important if we are going to
ensure the integrity of that semen as a trade commodity.

The transfer of semen will occur in the same way as the sale of a puppy, byglersnsfer
of semen on the reverse side of the Semen Certificate.

What we are trying to avoid are situations as illustrated in following instances where the
semen has not been registered:

The donor dog has long since been exported overseas.

The dnor dog has died and there is a dispute as to whether that dog is the donor.

The owner of the semen is not the owner of the dog.

The ownership of the semen is by persons in partnership or marital relationship, the
relationship has dissolved and thex@ow a dispute as to ownership.
Cosignatures are required and both/all persol
An amount of semen has been imported and owned by a group of people, there is no
record of how much was imported and the amount each individual owns.

An amaint imported is registered but the amount used exceeds the amount registered or
the semen used is not by the person it is registered to.

This also applies to where a dog has been exported or has died and the amount of semen
used exceeds the amount regjistl.

In both of these instances, it means subsequent amounts has been imported or existed and
had not registered.

In all of these instances they are issuesdahativoidable angou would need to resolve, they
are civil matters between parties wheret&taanine Controls have no reason to become
involved.
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There may be situations where the semen stored is old, new testing requirements now exist for
hips/ el bows/ eyes or CL/ TNS/epilepsy, the dog
and the testinhas not and cannot be dewe in the cases explained abotfe original

documentation is lost or no longer exists

Example: Semen imported in 1991, the dog died in 1997, both owners are now deceased.
Since importing the semen the rules registerifigea of pups have changed with the
introduction of LRLs re hips. There is no certificate to prove the dogs hips sthessare
currently no ANKC protocols or ruling in relation to this and tfenethe litter registtion is
held up for an undetermed time until this issue is resolved.

At the time you register the semen we will advise ofdineenttests required by the ANKC
for the registration of the litter sired by that dog. These tests can be completed and recorded
agai nst t héonandthéragistratoy of the senzen.

It is agreed that with many breeds these tests are not required, but this may not be the case in

the future. For example, the Border Collie fraternity has requested the inclusion of testing for
Colieeye,CLandT8S t o be recorded on a dogds registra
registrations if the tests are not recorded.

Why is the registration of Semen important?

i DOGS ACT 1 OBEDIENCE NEWS: i

’ THE BENEFITS OF DOG OBEDIENCE TRAIN ING

In this day and age it is more important than ever to consider some form of obedience training
for our canine companions.

Whether your dog is big or small, hairy or smooth coated, old argall dogs will benefit if
their owners enrol them in some form of obedience training. Increasingly, local ACT
Government legislation requires ACT residents to be responsible dog owners and imposes
penalties for those who fail to comply with their regaitents. Even a basic level of training
will enable most dog owners to have a happy, well socialised and well behaved dog.

Obedience Clubs in the ACT

The ACT Canine Association (ACTCA) can advise dog owners about dog obedience clubs in
Canberra.
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There ae three main all breeds obedience training clubs.

1  ACT Companion Dog Club http://www.actcdc.org.au/
1  Belconnen Dog Obedience Club http://www.bdoc.asn.au/
1  Tuggeranong Dg Training Club http://www.tdtc.asn.au/

These clubs cater for all categories of dogsdigreed, mixed breed, old and young. Some
clubs offers kindergarten classes so that puppies over three months of agsacalised

with other puppies and their owners can learn basic tips about handling and caring for their
pets.

There is also a breed specific clutthe German Shepherd Dog Association which caters for
pure breed German Shepherds and their ow(temsail: mlbarnes@grapevine.com.pu

Obedience Clubs generally offer classes on Thursday evenings and Sunday mornings. In

addition, the ACT Companion Dog Club has classes on Wednesday mornings. A standard
conditon of j oining obedience clubs is that your
bring your certificate along with you when you join.

Discounts for Obedience Trained Dogs

The ACT Government offers discounts on annual dog registration fees ferdbgs that have

been trained to a basic level of obedience and have passed the standard set of tests required for
the issue of an Obedience Trained Dog Certificate. The Obedience Clubs in Canberra offer
training towards this certificate as an integrak pétheir training syllabus and hold

assessment days at regular intervals throughout the year. The Queanbeyan Dog Obedience
Club is also authorised to issue the Certificate to those ACT residents belonging to their Club.

Why Obedience?

The hour you speheach week in an obedience class will help you to understand your dog and
teach you how to train your dog to be sociable with other dogs and people. Life is much more
enjoyable when you can trust your dog to be well behaved in public and to do whahlegsor

told. For example, you will learn how to teach your dog to walk beside you on lead without
pulling your arm out of itsocket; to respond to sit, drop and stay in position commands and to
come to you when called. You will teach your dog to alloarsiers to pat it without making

a fuss and to wait quietly in the sit or down position for a period on your command. Beyond all
this is the thrill and pride you feel when you see that your dog is eager to learn and is
responding to all you teach him or her

Many people who join obedience clubs to learn basic obedience skills progress through the
classes and compete in club membersd competit
demonstrate the level of skill achieved with their canine companienCItb environment

itself also offers a way of meeting other people with similar interests

A further step is to joilDogs A.C.T the ACTCA) and compete in official obedience trials,

which are held at regular intervals throughout the year in Canberth@sdrrounding NSW
trialling venues. This is an opportunity to meet other owners and their dogs as you compete to
achieve passes at the various levels comprising this most enjoyable sport. Many triallers travel
as a group to trialling venues, camping be trial grounds or in nearby parks, and combine

their sport with a social outing.
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What are Obedience Trials

Obedience Trials throughout Australia are governed by a national set of rules and guidelines
issued by the Austlian National Kennel Contr¢ANKC). The Canine Association in each
State and Territory is affiliated with the ANKC and administers ANKC requirements on its
behalf. The ANKCARules for the Conduct of Obedience Trisdtates:

The idea of obedience trials is to demonstrate the ussfubfehe dog as the companion and

guardian of man and not the ability of the dog to acquire facility in the performance of new

tricks. The classification which has been adopted is progressive with the thought in mind that

a dog whichhas been granted thiei t |Obedienfce Qhampiarth as demonstrated it
for a place in our modern scheme of living.

TheseRulescontain descriptions of each of the exercises comprising the five levels of
obedience trialling. They provide guidelines and marking proesdfor judges who assess a
handler/dog team performance and they establish a structured and objective competition
framework for judges and competitors. Copies of the Rules are available fr@ngbA.C.T

Starting off as beginner in obedience trialling, you can compete in the Encouragement Classes
run by local Obedience Clubs in conjunction with official trialserélyou and your dog can

gain valuable ring experience in a less formal competitive atmosphere. If you then wish to
pursue the sport and participate in official trials, you will need to become a financial member
of Dogs A.C.Tand register your dog withogs A.CT for competition purposes.

Trialling Classes

1  The first competitive trialling class conducted under ANKC Rules is termed the
Community Companion Class which primarily involves heelwork on lead, a physical
examination of the dog by the judge, acRleand Stay exercises. When three qualifying
scores are attained, your dog will be awarded the tit@ooimunity Companion Dog
and will bearthe initials CCD at the end of his registered name.

1  The next competitive level is tidovice Classwhich requies that all work be executed
off lead and introduces retrieval and exercises. Three qualifying scores at this level
qualify your dog for theCompanion Dogtitle and the initials CD are substituted for the
CCD after your dogd6s name.

1  The next level of obednce competition is th®@pen Class Here all exercises are
conducted off leadnd include jumping exercises.

1 Next comes th#ltility Class which include tracking, scent discrimination, retrieval and
jumping exercises. In most cases the dog works atandistrom the handler. One
exercise includes the requirement to respond to signals instead of verbal commands. A
dog entitled to bear UD after his or her name has demonstrated an extremely high level
of competence, confidence and teamwdtris atthisle el t hat a dog mi ght
Obedience ChampioriTitle

1  The highest competitive level tfalling is theUtility Dog Excellent Classin which the
dog and handler perform tracking and scent exercises which include high levels of
difficulty and involve he dog working at a distance with minimal command and signals.

1 The great satisfaction felt by handlers who have developed the skills and confidence of
their dogs to achieve this hard won title repays all the hard work and practice which is
necessary to ezhthese high levelsf achievement. The close bond and mutual respect
evident between obedience trained dogs and their handlers is truly something special
